Redeemer and
Law-Giver

Preface: Exodus 20:1-2
God reminded Israel that he redeemed them
from slavery with mighty acts of power and
gave them his law to show them how to live as
his people. (Exod. 19; Deut. 5)

“To understand why God reminded his people that
he redeemed them from slavery before giving them
the Ten Commandments; to learn that God has
redeemed us from sin through Christ and calls us to
trust him and obey his law; to discover why we owe
God our trust, thankfulness, love and obedience.

And God spoke all these words, saying:
“I'am the LORD your God, who
brought you out of the land of Egypt,
out of the house of bondage.”

Worshiping God
Alone

First Commandment: Exodus 20:3
God requires his redeemed people
to worship him alone.
(Exod. 14-15)

To understand that the God of the
Bible is the only true God; to discover
what it means to know and worship
the Lord our God.

“You shall have no other
gods before Me.”
Exodus 20:3

Worshiping God
His Way

Second Commandment: Exodus 20:4-6
The one true God commands us to worship
him in the way he tells us, and not to use idols
or any created image in our worship of him.
(Exod. 32; John 4; Deut. 4)

To understand and learn:
what it means to worship the true God;
God commands us to worship in the way
he tells us; we must not invent our
own ways to worship God.

“You shall not make for yourself a carved image—any likeness
of anything that is in heaven above, or that is in the earth
beneath, or that is in the water under the earth; you shall not
bow down to them nor serve them. For I, the LORD your
God, am a jealous God, visiting the iniquity of the fathers
upon the children to the third and fourth generations of those
who hate Me, but showing mercy to thousands, to those who
love Me and keep My commandments.” Exodus 20:4-6

Honoring God’s
Name

Third Commandment: Exodus 20:7
God commands us to respect and reverence
him and his name, promising to bless those
who honor his name and punish those who

dishonor his name. (Lev. 24; Rom. 10)

To learn that God’s name tells us who God is;
to learn that God also makes himself known
to us by his Word and his mighty works; to
find out what it means to treat God’s name,

Word and works with reverence.

“You shall not take the name of the
LORD your God in vain, for the LORD
will not hold him guiltless who takes
His name in vain.” Exodus 20:7

UNIT 1: Learning to Love and Worship God

Enjoying God's
Special Day

Fourth Commandment: Exodus 20:8-11
God requires his people to keep one
day holy to rest from work and worship
him. (Exod. 31; Deut. 5)

To understand why God made the Sabbath
day; to understand why God says to
“remember” the Sabbath; to learn how
we are to keep the Sabbath.

“Remember the Sabbath day, to keep it holy. Six days you shall labor
and do all your work, but the seventh day s the Sabbath of the LorD
your God. In it you shall do no work: you, nor your son, nor your
daughter, nor your male servant, nor your female servant, nor your
catdle, nor your stranger who is within your gates. For in six days the
LoD made the heavens and the carth, the sca, and all that s in them,
and rested the seventh day. Therefore the LORD blessed the Sabbath
day and hallowed it.” Exodus 20:8-11

Respecting
Authority

Fifth Commandment: Exodus 20:12
God commands us to honor our parents
and all other lawful authorities he
places over us. (Deut. 6; Eph. 6; Col. 3)

To discover how we honor our parents;
to understand that we must show
respect to all who are in authority over
us; to learn that we honor God when
we honor those in authority.

“Honor your father and your mother,
that your days may be long upon the
land which the LORD your God is
giving you.” Exodus 20:12

Respecting
Human Life

Sixth Commandment: Exodus 20:13
God created people in his own image and
therefore says that human life is sacred
and must be protected. (Gen. 1, 4, 9;
Num. 35; Exod. 22; Matt. 5; Eph. 4)

To understand that the sixth command-
ment forbids murder or hate; to
understand that we are to love, respect
and protect other people because we are
all made in God’s image.

“You shall not murder.”

Being Faithful
in Marriage

Seventh Commandment: Exodus 20:14
God, who ordained marriage,
commands purity before marriage
and faithfulness in marriage.
(Gen. 2; Eph. 4-5; 1 Cor. 6)

To understand that God made
marriage to be between one man and
one woman for all their lives.

“You shall not commit adultery.”
Exodus 20:14

Trusting God'’s
Provision

Eighth Commandment: Exodus 20:15
God commands us not to take what
belongs to others, but to depend on him to
provide our needs. (Ps. 24; Phil. 4; Eph. 4;
2 Thess. 3; 1 Thess. 4; Gal. 6)

To understand that we must not take
what belongs to others; to learn that we
must trust God to provide; to discover
that we must work to pay for our needs
and to help others.

“You shall not steal.”

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UNIT 2: Learning to Love and Value Others

Speaking Only
What Is True

Ninth Commandment: Exodus 20:16
Because God loves truth and hates lies, he
commands his people to speak the truth at

all times. (Deut. 19; Prov. 12, 18, 22;
Gen. 3; John 8, 14; Lev. 19; Ps. 25; Eph. 4)

To discover what it means to be honest
and truthful with others; to know that
God’s people are called to be truthful
at all times; to understand why telling

the truth is important.

“You shall not bear false witness
against your neighbor.”
Exodus 20:16

Learning to
Be Content

Tenth Commandment: Exodus 20:17
God requires us to be content with
what he gives us and not to envy others
for what he gives them. (1 Kings 21;
1 Tim. 6; Luke 12; Phil. 4)

To learn that, as children of God, we are to be
satisfied with what we have and thank God for
what he gives us and others; to ask the Lord
Jesus to help us learn to be content as we grow
in trusting and obeying him.

“You shall not covet your neighbor’s house;
you shall not covet your neighbor’s wife, nor
his male servant, nor his female servant, nor

his ox, nor his donkey, nor anything that is

your neighbor’s.” Exodus 20:17

Responding
to God’s
Commandments

‘The rich young man thought he had kept all the
commandments and therefore earned eternal life;
but when Jesus told him to sell all he had and fol-
low him, the young man walked away, showing
that he loved his money and possessions
more than he loved God. (Matt. 19; 1 John 1)

To understand how the law points out our sin;
to discover that the law points the sinner to Christ the
Savior, who kept the law and suffered its penalty for the
sinner; to trust in Christ as the Savior who kept the law
for us and suffered death to pay for our sin, and thank
God for providing such a wonderful Savior.

UNIT 3: Learning to
Depend on Jesus

Depending
on Jesus

The Ten Commandments remind Christians
that they must depend on Jesus to obey his
commands, confess their sin and show their

Heb. 10; Col. 3; Phil. 1)

To remember that the law points sinners to
Christ the Savior; to understand that Christians
need to confess when they sin and
ask Jesus for forgiveness; to recognize that the
Ten Commandments show forgiven Christians
how God wants them to live.

Memory Work

1 Worshiping God

After giving the Ten Commandments,
God told the Israelites to build a taber-
nacle where he would dwell among
them and they would worship him.
(Exodus 7, 20, 24, 25)

To understand that worship is very impor-
tant to God; to learn that we must worship
God only in the way he commands in his
Word; to ask God for a willing heart to
worship him as he deserves.

When Moses went and told the people
all the LORD’s words and laws, they
responded with one voice, “Everything
the LORD has said we will do.”
Exodus 24:3

Living in God's
Presence

God instructed Moses to build the
tabernacle and place it in the center of
the camp so that he would be the
center of his people’s lives.
(Exodus 35, 40; Numbers 2; John 1)

To learn that God designed the position of the taberna-
cle to teach Israel what it meant to live in his presence;
to understand that the tabernacle pointed to God the
Son, Jesus Christ, who would come and live among his
people; to believe that God’s presence with us is the
most important thing in worship and in our lives.

The Word became flesh and made his
dwelling among us. We have seen his
glory, the glory of the One and Only,
who came from the Father, full of
grace and truth. John 1:14

Building the
Tabernacle

UNIT 1: The Tabernacle

God gave exact instructions for the
work on the tabernacle and its furnish-
ings. Each part taught the Israelites
something about God, his people and
how to worship him. (Exodus 35-37)

To discover that God gave the people the abilities they
needed to construct the tabernacle according to his
plan; to learn about Gods plan for the parts of the

tabernacle, which would be his dwelling place; to under-
stand that all of the tabernacle pointed to Christ,
the promised Savior, who would come to pay for the
sins of his people once for all.

“Then have them make a sanctuary for
me, and I will dwell among them. Make
this tabernacle and all its furnishings
exactly like the pattern I will show you.”
Exodus 25:8-9

Faithfully
Following God's
Commands

The Israelites faithfully completed the
work on the tabernacle, setting it up
just as God commanded, so that Israel
could live in the presence of God.

(Exodus 30, 38-40)

To learn that God’s Spirit enabled the people to do the
work according to the pattern God gave Moses; to dis-
cover that when the tabernacle was completed and set
up, God blessed his people and his guiding presence
came to dwell with them; to praise God that he is with
those who trust in Jesus Christ, the promised Savior,
and that he blesses and guides them always.

Setting Apart
the Priests

God chose and set apart priests from
the tribe of Levi to serve him in the
tabernacle. (Exodus 28, 39; Numbers 3)

To find out who priests were and what
God commanded them to wear; to discover
what priests did and why they were needed;

to learn that we do not need priests today
because Jesus is our High Priest.

“Then I will dwell among the Israelites and be
their God. They will know that I am the
Lorp their God, who brought them out of
Egypt so that I might dwell among them. I am
the LORD their God.” Exodus 29:45-46

Serving as
Representatives

UNIT 2: The Priests

God gave detailed instructions for the con-
secration and service of the priests and
required obedience. God judged Nadab

and Abihu because they disobeyed his holy
commands. (Exodus 29; Leviticus 8-10)

To find out how and why the priests were
to be consecrated; to learn that sinful
priests could not atone for sin; to thank
God for sending Jesus, our perfect High
Priest and Mediator, to atone for sin.

Offering Sacrifices
for Sin

God provided atonement for sins by
the death of animals that stood in the
place of the sinner until the promised
Savior came. (Leviticus 4-6, 17;
Exodus 29; Romans 6; Hebrews 10)

To learn that in the Old Testament, God required
animal sacrifices to atone for sins; to recognize
that all people are guilty before God and need a
Savior to pay for their sins; to trust in Jesus as
Savior, thanking God for forgiving us and
making us right with him.

“I'am the LORD your God;
consecrate yourselves and be holy,
because I am holy.”
Leviticus 11:44a

Offering Sacrifices
of Worship

God called the Israelites to give them-
selves wholeheartedly to him by
bringing consecration and fellowship
offerings. (Leviticus 1-3; Romans 12)

To thank God for his grace and mercy in providing the
means to forgive sinners; to understand that because of
God’s great mercy, we are to offer ourselves to Christ in
thanksgiving and service; to learn that true worship
involves both confessing sin and expressing faith in
Christ, the perfect Lamb of God.

Making Atone-
ment for the
People

On the annual Day of Atonement, the
high priest made sacrifices for all the
sins of the Israelites. (Leviticus 16, 23)

To know what happened on the Day of
Atonement; to understand that Jesus Christ’s final
sacrifice paid for his people’s sins once for all,
unlike the covering of sins on the Day of
Atonement each year; to thank God for cleansing
us from all our sins through Jesus Christ.

We have been made holy through
the sacrifice of the body of
Jesus Christ once for all.
Hebrews 10:10b

Celebrating
Festivals and
Holy Days

UNIT 3: Sacrifices, Feasts and Sacred Assemblies

God gave his people special days and
seasons as festivals of remembrance,
joy and thanksgiving.
(Leviticus 23, 25; Exodus 12)

To discover the festivals and holy days God set aside for his
covenant community; to recognize that each Lord’s Day is
a special day for remembrance, joy and thanksgiving for
what Christ has done for us; to thank the Lord for giving
us rest and for giving us hearts that desire to gather with
his people to worship and remember him.

Review:
Exodus 24:3; John 1:14;
Exodus 25:8-9; Exodus 29:45-46;
Leviticus 11:44a; Hebrews 10:10b

Drawing Near to
God through
Christ

Christ, our High Priest, is the only One
whose sacrifice can provide forgiveness
of our sins and make us acceptable to
God. (Hebrews 9, 10, 13)

To understand why we no longer worship
with a tabernacle, priests and sacrifices; to
praise God for Christ’s once-for-all sacri-
fice for us; to draw near to God through
faith in Christ, our High Priest.

Because Jesus lives forever, he has a perma-
nent priesthood. Therefore he is able to
save completely those who come to God
through him, because he always lives to

intercede for them. Hebrews 7:24-25

Worshiping as a
Church

God calls his people together as a
church to worship him.
(Leviticus 23; 2 Chronicles 7;
Psalm 84; Luke 4; Acts 2;
Colossians 3; Hebrews 10)

To understand that God’s people regularly come
together to worship him as he commands in his
‘Word; to learn that through gathering in God’s
presence to worship him, Christians receive
God’s grace; to acknowledge that worship is
at the heart of life in the church.

Let us not give up meeting together, as
some are in the habit of doing, but let us
encourage one another—and all the more

as you see the Day approaching.
Hebrews 10:25

Worshiping and
Serving God

UNIT 4: Christ, Our High Priest

The God we worship in acts of worship
is the God we serve in all of life.
(Nehemiah 8; Psalm 103;

1 Corinthians 10; Romans 12)

To recall God’s design for worship; to recog-

nize that God deserves to be worshiped and

honored in everything we do; to respond to

God’s mercy to us by giving ourselves to him
in thanksgiving and service.

To trace God’s plan to build his kingdom through his
people; to recognize that God has included people from
every tribe, language and nation in his kingdom;
to learn that God is faithful in keeping all his promises
to his people; to identify ways to trust in God’s faithful-

ness, especially when facing hard times.

“I will put my law in their minds and
write it on their hearts. I will be their
God, and they will be my people.”
Jeremiah 31:33b

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People who belong to Jesus are
to remain in him the way branches
are connected to a vine. They
spread God’s kingdom on earth.

To match the ways Jesus compared himself and his
followers to the vine and the branches; to under-
stand that Christ abides in us through the Holy
Spirit; to discover what it means to abide in Christ
and be a fruitful member of God’s church.

Depending on
God’s Spirit to
Spread the Gospel

Through persecution in Jerusalem, God
scattered the believers so they would go
into Judea and Samaria and spread the
gospel by the power of the Holy Spirit.
(Luke 8; Acts 8; Matthew 28)

To recognize that God has prepared the hearts of a
wide variety of people in different places to hear
and believe the gospel; to trust God’s Spirit to
direct us to the people he wants us to share the
good news with; to ask God to enable us to share
the gospel with people who are different from us.

God’s Spirit
Transforms People

God saved and transformed Saul, who
was an enemy of the gospel, and used
him to spread the gospel around the
world. (Acts 9)

To find out what transform means; to discover
what Saul was like before and after God saved
him; to recognize that God’s transforming
power saves sinners and changes them;
to ask God to transform us day by day to
become more like Christ.

Therefore, if anyone is in Christ,
he is a new creation; the old has
gone, the new has come!

2 Corinthians 5:17

God’s Church
Is for Jews
and Gentiles

God saved Cornelius and showed Peter
that his plan all along had been to
include Gentiles as well as Jews in his
kingdom. (Acts 10)

To recognize that God has chosen to save
people from every tribe, language, people and
nation; to know that only faith in Christ makes
us right with God; to ask God to help us love
people who are different from us.

“With your blood you purchased men
for God from every tribe and language
and people and nation.”
Revelation 5:9b

UNIT 2: Christ’s Spirit Gives Power

God Is Always
in Control

God was in control when James was
killed and Peter was freed from prison.
(Acts 12; Philippians 4)

To know that God is in control when we face
trouble in our lives; to believe that God is
always good, wise and trustworthy; to learn
to bring all our needs to God and to trust
him to answer in the way he chooses.

God’s Growing
Church

God directed the church at Antioch to

send out Paul and Barnabas as the first

missionaries to share the good news of
Jesus Christ. (Acts 13-14)

To discover that all of God’s Word is part of the
gospel, the good news of Jesus Christ; to learn that
God uses different ways to guide us to those we
need to tell about Jesus; to understand that prayer
and studying God’s Word prepare us to share
the gospel with others.

“Therefore, my brothers, I want you to
know that through Jesus the forgiveness
of sins is proclaimed to you.”

Always Ready to
Witness for Jesus

UNIT 3: Spreading the
Good News

Paul and others were ready to witness
for Jesus in planned and unplanned
situations. (Acts 16)

To discover that God is in control of all that we
face each day and wants us to trust and obey him
in how we respond; to ask God to help us be pre-

pared and willing to witness for Jesus, especially

when faced with unexpected opportunities.

He then brought them out and asked,
“Sirs, what must I do to be saved?”
They replied, “Believe in the Lord

Jesus, and you will be saved—you and

your household.” Acts 16:30-31

Trusting God to
Save His People

Paul knew that his job was to be a faith-
ful witness, and he trusted God to bring
his own people to faith.
(Matthew 9; Acts 17-20)

To discover that God is the One who
saves his people; to learn that our job is
to be faithful witnesses; to understand
the basic message of the gospel.

“However, I consider my life worth nothing to

me, if only I may finish the race and complete

the task the Lord Jesus has given me—the task

of testifying to the gospel of God’s grace.”
Acts 20:24

Enemies of the
Gospel

Save His People

The people of Asia heard the gospel
through Paul’s witness. Some believed,
but zealous enemies of the gospel
refused to believe.

(Acts 19; Philippians 4)

To understand that people respond in
different ways when they hear the mes-
sage of the gospel; to ask God to help
us live in a way that shows we love,
trust and obey him.

Learning to
Defend Our Faith

in Christ

UNIT 4: Trusting God to

Paul was brought to trial and had to
defend his faith in Christ before three
important rulers: Felix, Festus and
Agrippa. (Acts 24-26; Romans 1)

To learn what it means to defend our
faith in Christ; to pray for courage to stand
up for Christ when it is hard to do so;
to pray for Christians who are being
persecuted for their faith.

But in your hearts set apart Christ as Lord. Always
be prepared to give an answer to everyone who
asks you to give the reason for the hope that you
have. But do this with gentleness and respect.

1 Peter 3:15

Living for Christ

God sent Paul to Rome to spread the gospel
and help God’s church grow. Paul wrote
letters, known as epistles, to churches encour-
aging them to live for Christ.

(Acts 1, 27-28; Galatians 3; Philippians 1;
Romans 15; 2 Corinthians 3)

To discover why Rome was important to the
spread of the gospel and the growth of God’s
church; to find out what letters Paul wrote, where
and to whom they were sent, and why; to under-
stand that Paul’s letters are for us as well, helping
us to live for Christ and his kingdom.

God Keeps
Building His
Church

UNIT 5: Depending on
Christ to Build His Church

Through the power of the gospel, God
has been building his church through-
out the centuries, and will continue to
do so until the day of Christ’s return.
(Acts 28; Colossians 2)

To recall the way God spreads the gospel in the

book of Acts; to learn that God continues to use

the same means to spread the gospel and build his

church from Acts up to the present day; to thank

God for building his church through our witness,
his Word and his Spirit.

to understand that God hates sin;
to believe that only God can
deliver us from sin.

Abigail: Smart
and Bold

God used Abigail to keep David from
the sin of revenge against Nabal.
(1 Samuel 25; Romans 12)

To discover how God used Abigail to keep David
from the sin of revenge; to know that we should
not try to get even with people who hurt us, but
we should trust God to take care of the problem;
to ask God to make us wise so that we will see
what is the right thing to do in every situation.

Do not repay anyone evil for evil.
Be careful to do what is right in
the eyes of everybody.
Romans 12:17

Barzillai: Loyal
Senior Citizen

God used Barzillai to provide for
David and his men when they were
running from Absalom.

(2 Samuel 15, 17, 19; 1 Kings 2)

To learn why Barzillai provided for
David and his men; to discover ways God
can use us to build his church at any age;
to understand that doing the right thing

pleases God.

Review:
1 Corinthians 12:18
Romans 12:17

Asaph: Skillful
Musician

Asaph wrote psalms and was a music
director in the tabernacle for David.
(1 Chronicles 6, 13, 15, 16, 25;
Psalms 81, 136, 150; Revelation 5)

To discover that God considers music to be an
important part of worship; to learn that God gives
musical ability to some people to help the whole
church worship him; to understand that the book
of Psalms helps us worship God.

Sing for joy to God our strength;
shout aloud to the God of Jacob!
Psalm 81:1

Hezekiah: Godly
King

Hezekiah destroyed idols, restored wor-
ship in the temple and defeated God’s
enemies. But his pride caused him and

his people to suffer. (2 Kings 18-20;
2 Chronicles 29)

To discover how Hezekiah led the nation of
Judah to worship and obey God; to understand
that even people who trust God and walk
in his ways sometimes fail; to trust God’s
promises and power and to pray for his help.

Review:

Psalm 81:1

Mordecai: Man
of Courage

When the Persian king’s law required
that all Jews be killed, God used
Mordecai to preserve his chosen people.

(Book of Esther)

To understand that God’s enemies may cause
his people to suffer; to believe God’s promises
and trust him during hard times; to trust that
God is always in control of the lives of his
people and everything that happens.

“I know that you can do all things;
no plan of yours can be thwarted.”
Job 42:2

John and James:
Sons of Thunder

Jesus chose James and John as two of
his 12 disciples. Jesus taught these
brothers, who were with him through-
out his ministry, about being servants.
(Matthew 4; Mark 3, 9, 10; John 20)

To discover that James and John walked with
Jesus for three years during his ministry on
earth. Jesus often singled them out to be with
him; to understand that we learn to trust and
obey Jesus from God’s Word; to ask Jesus to
teach us to be servants.

James: Wise
Brother

James, the brother of Jesus, talked to
Jesus after the Resurrection, became a
leader of the Jerusalem church and wrote
the book of James. (Matthew 13;
James 1-3; 1 Corinthians 15)

To discover that James, the brother of Jesus,
became a leader in the Jerusalem church and
wrote the Epistle of James; to understand that
God wants us to become wise through
knowing and obeying his Word; to discuss
how we can show our faith in Christ.

If any of you lacks wisdom, he should
ask God, who gives generously to all
without finding fault, and it will be
given to him. James 1:5

Priscilla and
Aquila: Tent-
makers for God

Priscilla and Aquila were tentmakers

who worked with the apostle Paul in

building up the churches in Corinth

and Ephesus. (Acts 18; 1 Corinthians
